Murphy and O'Farrell were well known in England and Scotland, as well as in Ireland.
Murphy even published in Scotland.

The accompaniment part is a nice simple arpeggiated chordal part, and may have been
included in the book to boost sales to harpsichord players and to players of the still new-
fangled pianoforte.

This tune is in D, but it "ends in the air" on an A chord. If you wish, when you play it fo
the last time through, you could change final E note to a D, drop the F sharp pickup in the
last bar and change the last arpeggio in the accompaniment to a D arpeggio. Or you couls
be tricky and just stop "in the air". Or stop "in the air", wait for a few bars of silence, the
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
